The proposed development is to improve the highway access to the property.

The Highway access is currently misaligned, and as such we need to widen the crossover, and thereby enable replacing of relevant kerb stones.

When approaching the property, particularly from the east on Hercies Rd, due to the misalignment of the access, vehicles end up driving over the full height Kerb stones, and that is a highway safety issue.

The proposed works would not negatively impact or alter any habitat, and would be minimal. Currently the crossover measures 5.3 meters, and the application seeks to increase the width of the crossover to 8 meters.

The proposed development would not impact in excess of 25 m2, nor 5 linear meters of habitat.

The proposed development would not negatively impact nor degrade any habitat, as the works would be carried out on the existing sealed tarmac surfaces and kerb stones which are assigned a zero score in the statutory biodiversity metric.
The surfaces included in the proposed development, are effectively exempted from the 10% net gain requirement.
