7. Planting beds to have a minimum depth of 450mm topsoll over 150mm broken
up ground with all stones over S0mm d. Sail ¢ d and
stabilised compost to BSI PAS 100. Apply 50mm depth even coverage and
Incorporate into topsoll durlng to a depth of
150mm. Compost to be Compost Association certified, ar from an approved suppiier
conforming to this specification. If no local supplies are available alternative
organic peat free compost may be specified, subject to the Landscape Architect's
approval.

8. Hedgerow plants to be planted in pits 150mm wider and deeper than root spread
backfliled with excavated topsolljcompost, mixed with 'Sierrablen Flora' slow

release fertiliser, quantity in 2 with 's rec
Hedge plants to be planted in staggered rows 500 mm apart at centres specified In
schedule.

9. Al planting beds (apart from marginal plants) to be mulched with matured
coniferous bark, with an even particie size between 15 - 65mm, to a minimum depth
of 75mm over weed free soll after completion of all planting and watering
operations, Bark mulch Is to be free from pests, diseases, fungus and weeds; and
with no fines or dust.

Apply pre-seeding fertiliser (e.g. British Seed Houses
B5H2), prior to grass seeding, in  accordance  with manufacturer's
recommendatlons. Do not apply to wildflower areas.

- Grass seed mix to rear garden areas to be: GSS Cottage Lawn with micro claver
mix, or simllar mix from another supplier, sown at a rate of 23g/m sq in equal
sowing in transverse directions.

- Turf to be good quality lawn turves, to conform to BS 3936: 1998, free from
undesirable grasses and weeds. Turfing cperations to be carrled out In accordance
with the NBS Landscape Specification, Q30 - Seeding/Turfing, Clauses 430 and 440,
the dressing to joints to be finely screened compost sand / topsoll.

ONGOING MANAGEMENT AND MAINTENANCE NOTES:

1. Maintenance operations to be carrled out as specified untll planting becomes
establlshed (year 5 after planting).

2. Trees - Check stakes and ties and adjust if necessary, In summer and winter.
Remove stakes when no longer required, i.e. after 3 years. Prune out damaged
branches or deadwood, cutting back so as not te affect branch collar, Progressively
ralse canopies of new trees to provide clearance for vehicles and pedestrians.

H 3. Shrubs - Weed control measures to continue until canapy of shrubs is closed.
H Weeds are to be cleared by hand or by application of transiocated herbicide, with
inspections made regularly through the growing season. Prune back any badly

d shrubs to sound growth. Cut back plants adj to paths and access

ways where necessary, retaining a balanced shape. Clear litter and déhrls from
planted areas and cut leggy growth hard back to promate bushy growth.

4. Watering - Trees to be watered on weekly basis during growing season {April
- October) for first twe years, Watering to be from above and via pipe to ensure
soaking of ground until fleld capacity of the solls is reached. After which, during - |
perlods of dry weather apply sufficent water to maintain healthy growth. Allow, |
at each operation, watering to field capacity. |
