STAIRCASE
    
• Timber framed staircase with handrails to 

clients approval, 
Stairs: Max rise 220mm; min going 
220mm min 1900mm headroom. 
Newel post with handrail to 
manufactures details. Handrail to be 
min. 900mm above pitch line and 
landings. Line to underside of stairs 
with 12.5mm plasterboard and 6mm 
set coat.

NOTE: Prior to manufacturer of 
staircase, a site survey / check is to be 
carried out by the contractor.  

• No timber to be within 50mm 
chimneys.Double floor joists under 
parallel partitions.

• Flitch beams to be bolted @ 600mm crs 
staggered, double bolted at bearing ends 
with M12 bolts and square plate washers.

• All structural softwood specified for dry 
applications (rafters, joists and studwork 
etc) must be stress graded when dry and 
include the grading mark "DRY" or "KD".
