Re: Proposed Raising of Piers 4 - 11 & infilling with open grills along with installation of sliding security gates at 1 The Croft, Ruislip, Hillingdon, HA4 0SF
Further to the Planning Approval granted under Application ref. 629/APP/2023/3636, please find attached one copy of drawing numbers 2024/40/01 – 05 being the As Approved Drawings of the Boundary Wall along with the proposed drawings illustrating the raising of the piers & installation of open grills fencing providing security for my client whilst also allowing views through to the traffic coming down Crossway & The Croft.
Please also find enclosed one copy of the Householder Planning Application form duly completed. I would be grateful if you could contact me for the application fee. 
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Boundary Treatment of other three properties on the junction of the Croft & Crossway.
Note :All boundary treatments are in excess of 1800mm along the footpaths with no boundary treatment allowing views through for oncoming traffic like our client’s fencing would allow.
The front garden facing Crossway/The Croft will be finished with brick piers to same height as previously approved with piers raised & infill fencing similar to adjacent being installed which still allows vision around the corner through the gap but also provide security for my client & his family. This is better than the current situation on the other three corners at this junction where the existing boundary treatments do not allow any vision aproaching the junction.

Our client has had two incidents in the last year  where people have tried stealing his cars with one being caught on CCTV & provided to the Metropolitan police. The proposed fencing & gates will provide them with the security they need for their property.
Below are attached similar properties to ours with full height boundary treatment on corners. As a result of the dismissed appeal the overal height has been reduced with the piers being raised only 600mm ( 8 bricks ) from that previously approved.

We would be pleased if you would process this application as soon as possible, and if there are any matters that require clarification or revision to render the proposal acceptable, or if you cannot support the proposal please contact me before a decision is made so that I have the opportunity to try to resolve any issues that you may have. This is a reasonable request in accordance with best practice.
