
EXTERNAL STEPS FORMING PART OF AN ADDITIONAL
ROUTE APPROACH M4(2)

Steps to have apparent, visually
contrasting nosings, 50 to 65mm
wide on the tread and 30 to 55mm
on the riser

Going to be between 280-425mm
(for tapered steps measured at a
point 270mm from the 'inside'
(narrow end) of the step

Flights to have a clear width of 900mm

Treads should overlap no
more than 25mm

Landings to have a minimum length of
900mm

Handrail to be slip resistant and should not
become excessively cold or hot to touch

Grippable handrail 850-1000mm above
pitchline and extending 300mm beyond
the top and bottom nosings

Flights not to have a rise of more than
1800mm between landings

Risers to be between
150-170mm

Finish end of handrail in a way that reduces
the risk of clothing being caught

Switches, sockets, stopcocks and
controls to have their centre line
between 450-1200mm above floor level
and a minimum of 300mm (measured
horizontally) from an inside corner.

HEIGHTS OF SWITCHES, SOCKETS ETC. M4(2)

Handle to at least one window in the
principal living room to be located
between 450 and 1200mm above
floor level. Handles to all other
windows to be between 450 and
1400mm above floor level

Boiler timer controls and
thermostats to be mounted
between 900 and 1200mm above
floor level

CLEAR ACCESS ZONES FOR M4(2) GROUND FLOOR WC/CLOAKROOM

Walls, ducts and boxing to be strong
enough to support grab rails, seats etc.
that could impose a load of up to
1.5kN/m2

Door to open outwards

Maximum basin encroachment into
WC access zone - 200mm for a hand
rinse and 300mm for a wash hand
basin

1500mm diameter clear turning
circle may overlap with shower

2 or 3 storey dwellings with 3 or more bedrooms

Radiators, towel rails, drainage and
stacksto be clear of access zones

Level access shower or potential for
level access shower which must have
hidden drainage connection large
enough to accommodate a shower

750mm clear access zone in front
of  WC

Clear access zone in front of basin
700mm x 1100mm from center line
of basin
