The existing building is a freestanding brick building built in early 1900 with a rendered finish and modern aluminium  windows and doors , The house has recently been modernised and the outside of the building has 75mm of insulation under the white render finish. The Street has a mixture of different styles and finishes. The houses are not in a direct line alone the street and this house is set back further that most. It is noted that this not in a conservation area.

Design
The house has a very modern look with new grey aluminium windows and the outside of the walls are clad with insulation and cover with a smooth white rendered finish. The roof is still the original and now looks like it needs upgrading. The extensions have flat roofs with skylights behind a parapet wall.
The new roof cover is to be in black tile so as to match the doors and windows in coulour.
The main roof is to be changed from having the ridge running front to back to being across the building the same height is to be kept 
Access 
There is no real change to the front or rear access, the front is off the front driveway and the rear is level with the rear garden both accesses are wheelchair friendly although the stairs to the first floor stay the same so it does not make the house fully accessible to wheelchairs
The new attic stairs will be over the existing so no real changes to the access 
All sockets and switches are to be place for easy access based on the new electrical regulations.
