This is to confirm that Mr Brennan has a diagnosis of Xeroderma Pigmentosum (XP G) and as a consequence is physically disabled.
XP is a very rare genetic condition which prevents individuals from repairing UVR damage to the DNA in their skin and eyes. Patients with XP are 10,000 times more likely to develop skin/ eye cancer, than an unaffected person. 
XPG, is also associated with neurological degeneration. Sadly, Mr Brennan is exhibiting symptoms of disease progression and is considered clinically disabled. Mr Brennan would need to live in an adapted environment.
