




Planning Policy Statement
Proposed Ground Floor Rear Extension
59 Barnhill Rd, Hayes UB4 9AR
1. Local Planning Policy
The proposed development has been designed in accordance with the policies of the London Borough of Hillingdon Local Plan and relevant London-wide planning policies.
In particular, the proposal complies with the following policies within the Hillingdon Local Plan Part 2 – Development Management Policies:
Policy DMHD 1 – Alterations and Extensions to Residential Buildings
This policy requires extensions to:
· Respect the character and appearance of the original dwelling
· Be subordinate in scale to the existing building
· Use materials that match the existing property
· Avoid harm to neighbouring residential amenity
The proposed extension is modest in size, uses matching materials and is designed to remain visually subordinate to the original dwelling.
Policy DMHB 11 – Design of New Development
This policy requires new development to:
· Be visually attractive and well integrated with the existing building
· Respect the scale, height and massing of surrounding properties
· Maintain the character of the area
The proposed rear extension is located at the rear of the property and will not affect the character of the street scene.
Policy DMHB 18 – Private Outdoor Amenity Space
The proposal maintains an adequate amount of private rear garden space for the occupants of the property.
The extension occupies only a small portion of the garden and sufficient outdoor space will remain.






2. London Plan Policy
The proposal also aligns with the design principles of the London Plan, particularly:
Policy D3 – Optimising Site Capacity Through the Design-Led Approach
The proposal represents a small-scale residential extension that improves internal living accommodation without overdevelopment of the site.
The development respects the existing built form and maintains the residential character of the area.

3. Residential Amenity
The proposal will not negatively impact neighbouring properties, including the upper maisonette at 61 Barnhill Road.
The extension:
· Is single storey
· Is located to the rear of the property
· Will not cause significant loss of light, outlook, or privacy

4. Conclusion
The proposal is considered to comply with the relevant policies of the London Borough of Hillingdon Local Plan and the London Plan.
The development is modest, well designed and appropriate for the site. It respects the character of the property and the surrounding area while improving living accommodation for the occupants.
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
