Trees in this site are generally heathy but due to no maintenance in the past they will require a reduction of the canopy to promote a canopy that will cause less issues in the future. 03/001 will need to be inspected for bat habitat before work commences.
Moving forward the trees will need to be maintained by a professional arborist working to BS3998:2010 every 1-2 years depending on the extent of the damaged caused previously.
Due to this being a residential area, a recommendation would be made to replant removed trees. With a suitable replacement. With an acceptation to the diseased cherry trees and trees interfering with properties.

THE MAYOR AND BURGESSES of the LONDON BOROUGH OF HILLINGDON acting by
the Council in his order called “the authority”,in pursuanee ofthe powers conferred in that behalf by
sections 60 and 6 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1971 (as amended by Section 10(1) of the
Town and Country Amenitics Act 1974), and subject o the provsions of the Forestry Act, 1967 hereby
makes the folowing Order

1. In this Order-

“the Act” means the Town and Country Planing Act 1971; “owner” means the ownerin fec
simple, either in possession or who has graned a ease or tenancy of which the unexpired portion i
less than three years; lessee (including a sub-essce) o tenant in possession, the unexpired portion
of whose lease or tenancy is three years of more; and a mortgagee in possession; and “the Secretary
of State” means the Secretary of Stat for the Eavironment.

2. Subject o the provisions of this Order and to the exemptions specifed i the Second Schedule
n shall, except with the consent ofthe authority and in accordance with the conditions,if
on such consent, cut down, op, lop, uproot, wilfully damage or wifully destroy or cause or
ting down, topping, lopping, uprooting, wilful damage or wilful destruction of an trec
i the First Schedule hereto or comprised i a group of trees o in a woodland thercin specified,
on of which trecs, groupsof trees and woodlands i defined i the manner indicated in the said
dule on the map annxed hereto which map shall, forthe purpose of such definition as aforesaid,
Where any ambiguity ariscs between it and the specification in the said First Schedule.

3. An application for consent made to the authority under Article 2 o ths Order shall b in writing
sating the reasons o making the application, and shall by reference if necessary (0.2 plan specify the
rees 0 which the application rlates, and the operations for the carrying ou of which consent s
required.

4.-(1) Where an application for consent is made to the authority under this Order,the author
may grant such consent either unconditionally, o subject 0 such conditions (including conditions
reqiing the replaccment of any ree by one or mor recs on the site o in the immediate viinity
thereof), as the authority may think fit, or may rcfuse consent:

Provided that where the application rlates to any woodland specified in the First Schedle 1o this
Order the authority shal grant consent 5o far as accords with the principlesof good forestry,except
where,in the opinion of the authority, it i ncessary in th intcrests of amenty to maintain the special
characier of the woodland or the woodland character o the area, and shall not impose conditions on such
‘consent requiring replacement o replanting.

‘ Note: Ifitis desired to fell any of the treesincluded i this Order, whether included as rees, groups of
trees or woodlands, and the trees are trecsfor the feling of which & icence i required under the Forestry

w Act 1967, application should be made not 0 the authority for consent under this Order but to the
‘Conservator of Forests for alicence under that Act (section 15(5)).
