LANDSCAPE STATEMENT
1. INTRODUCTION
1.1 Unlimited Assets has been tasked with preparing a landscape statement to underpin discussions regarding a proposed development at Park Road, Hays.

1.2 This report delineates the existing baseline landscape conditions and views, outlining anticipated impacts of the proposed development and the measures to
mitigate them. It also articulates the landscape design principles and mitigation strategies to integrate the new development harmoniously within the site.

1.3 Given the nature and scale of the proposed development, alongside the context of the site and its surrounding landscape, this document succinctly highlights the
pivotal factors influencing the proposed development.

2. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

1.5 The outline proposal aims for planning permission for residential development and access arrangements. The landscape-led approach employed in this report
informs the layout of the proposed development, delineating the arrangement of dwellings and ancillary facilities. It's crucial to note that detailed issues, excluding
access, will be subject to separate applications.

1.6 The proposed house is envisioned as high-quality, two-storey structures, designed with traditional architectural elements using locally reflective materials.
1.7 Vehicular access is planned from Park Road, as specified in the Transport Assessment.

3. LAYOUT DESIGN & OPPORTUNITIES FOR MITIGATION & ENHANCEMENT

2.1 The landscape and visual impacts outlined in Chapter 3 have been instrumental in shaping the illustrative layout for the site.

2.2 The following design principles and mitigation measures have informed the illustrative layout:

Replacement of existing vegetation with additional tree planting to bolster landscape structure.

Design layout echoing existing settlement patterns.

Respectful design layout regarding neighboring properties.

Provision of landscape buffer along the Park Road boundary.

Planting of new trees and hedgerows along boundaries and within the development to aid in screening and fragmenting views.

Thoughtful treatment of new access from Park Road, eschewing suburbanizing features such as close-board fencing and concrete block paving.

Enhancement of connectivity and permeability by improving public right of way through the site and creating links into adjoining woodland and public rights of
way.

Utilization of architectural materials and detailing reflecting local styles.

Use of hard landscape materials in harmony with local character, including timber gates, post and rail fencing, flint and brick walls, granite setts, bound gravel, and
cobbles.

Incorporation of indigenous species compatible with local vegetation for wildlife benefits.

Implementation of a high-quality landscape management regime to ensure all landscape works become properly established.

This landscape statement encapsulates our commitment to integrating the proposed development sensitively within its natural and built environment, fostering a
cohesive and sustainable landscape outcome.
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
