BEECH HEDGING - Fagus Sylvatica.

Beech hedgerow formed of individual plants (size: 400mm / 600mm) planted in staggered
double rows 450mm apart, with plants sef at 900mm intervals. Planfs to be positioned
approx. 900mm from fence line. Avoid waterlogged soil.

Bare root planfs to be planted during mild spells in winter (October and February) in
thoroughly cultivated soil free from weeds, stones and roots. In clay soil, mix organic
matter with the soil dug out from the hole to backfill, and work befween the roots or
spread over soil surface and fork into fop 250mm of soil. Add mulch to depth of 75mm
after planting fo prevent weeds.

Once planted, water to keep soil moist (for min. 2 years) and do not allow young plants

to dry out (nor become waterlogged). Top-dress annually with general purpose fertiliser
in spring and re-apply mulch as requried. Keep hedge and 450mm on each side weed-free.
